Article III - Membership will not be limited or denied to anyone, unless an individual
                   violates student policy while participating in an activity sponsored by The
                   Rounders Club.
Article IV - 
            Section I - The Rounders Club shall have four elected positions: President, Vice 
                              President, Secretary, and Treasurer.  
            Section II - Each officer shall be elected for a term of two years on the first Thursday 
                               in the month of April.  In essence, officers will serve the following two  
                               fall and spring semesters after being elected to a position.  They may be 
                               elected for a total of two terms; but no more than that.
Article V - 
            Section I - The executive board of The Rounders Club shall consist of the 
                              President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer.  
            Section II - Should vacancies on the executive board arise, the remaining members of 
                               the executive board shall call a meeting to appoint a member to assume 
                               the vacant position.
Article VI - 
            Section I - The Rounders Club shall hold its regular meetings every other 
                              Thursday at an announced time.
            Section II - Special meetings may be called by any member of The Rounders 
                               Club with the Executive board approval
Article VII - 
            Section I - To submit an amendment to attach to The Rounders Club 
                              Constitution, any member may put forth an amendment, at any official 
                              meeting.  It will be voted on by present members, and if voted to pass, will 
                              come into effect after the close of that meeting.
            Section II - To notify any member of a proposed change, the proposed change will be 
                               posted on The Rounders Club website.  All news, as well as a copy of 
                               this constitution will be available on The Rounders Club website.
            Section III - When voting in the election of officials, a member may vote for one 
                                 individual, for each of the four elected positions.  There must at least 
                                 eight (8) members present, including executive board, in order to pass 
                                 any amendments or vote in the election of officials.  To vote pass on any  
                                 amendment, or vote the election of officials, the vote count must be 
                                 higher than fifty percent (50%) in favor, the majority, for the vote to 
                                 pass.
Article VIII - All articles of the St. Lawrence Thelmoathesian Society Constitution apply to
                      the actions and governing of The Rounders Club.
