New 0° 6 am hoon 6 pm
Wahing Crescent ~45° W 3am 9 am 3 pm
3@ Quarter 90° W MIDNIGHT 6 am Noon
Waxing Gibbous 135°E 3 ptn 9 pm 3am
Full 180° 6 pmM Midnight 6 am
Waxing Crescent 45°E 9 am 3pm 9 pm

*The "transit time" is the time when the object is on the observer's meridian
